ALN POLICY

Definition of Special Educational Needs-
Children have Special Educational Needs if they have a learning difficulty which calls for special educational provision to be made for them.

Children have a learning difficulty if they-
· Have a significantly greater difficulty in learning than the majority of children of the same age.
· Have a disability which prevents or hinders them from making use of educational facilities of a kind generally provided for children the same age in schools within the area of LEA.
· Are under compulsory school age and fall within the definition above OR would do so if special educational provision was not made for them.
Special educational provision means-
· For children of two and over, educational provision which is additional to, or otherwise different from, the educational provision made generally for children of their age in schools maintained by the LEA, other than special schools in the area.
· For children under two, educational provision of any kind.
(section 312, Education Act 1996)



Successful inclusion is-
· A child with ALN (Additional Learning Needs) should have their needs met.  
· The ALN needs of children will normally be met in mainstream schools or settings.
· The views of the child should be sought and taken into account.
· Parents have a vital role to play in supporting their child’s education.
· Children with ALN should be offered full access to a broad and balanced curriculum.
Parental involvement-
Parents should be supported so as to be able and empowered to-
· Recognise and fulfil their responsibilities as parents and play an active and valued role in their children’s education.
· Make their views known, and have them considered, about how their child is educated.
· Have access to information, advice and support during assessment and any related decision-making process about ALN provision.



Pupil involvement-
· From an early age, children with ALN should be actively involved at an appropriate level in discussions about their targets; have their views recorded.
Intervention
· Makes little or no progress even when teaching approaches are targeted to improve the child’s identified area of weakness.
· Continues to work at levels significantly below those expected for children of a similar age.
· Presents persistent emotional and/or behavioural difficulties, which are not improved by behaviour management techniques.
· Has sensory or physical difficulties and continues to make little to no progress despite intervention and resources to support.
· Has communication and/or interaction difficulties and requires specific individual interventions to access learning







The role of the Head teacher-
The Head teacher has responsibility for the day-to-day management of all aspects of the school’s work, including provision for children with ALN. They will-
· Keep the governing body fully informed in the Governor’s termly report.
· Work closely with the ALNCo, teachers, support staff and outside agencies.
· Be available to discuss ALN issues with parents.
· Take responsibility for children with behavioural difficulties.

The role of the ALNCo-
· Ensuring that appropriate IDP’s are in place.
· Ensuring that relevant background information about children with ALN is collected, recorded and updated.
· Overseeing the day-to-day operation of the school’s ALN policy.
· Liaising with, and advising staff and parents.
· Overseeing referrals and ongoing records of all children with ALN.
· Contribute to in-service training of staff.
· Liaise with external agencies including LEA, health, social services, voluntary bodies, etc.

GRADUATED RESPONSE
A child will be on School Action when they-
· Make little or no progress even when teaching approaches are targeted to address a child’s identified area of weakness.
· Show signs of difficulty in developing literacy or numeracy skills which result in poor attainment in some curriculum areas.
·  Present persistent emotional or behavioural difficulties which are not resolved by behaviour management techniques.
· Have sensory or physical problems, and continues to make little or no progress despite the provision of equipment.
· Have communication and/or interaction difficulties, and continues to make little or no progress despite differentiation.
A child will be on School Action Plus when they-
· Continue to make little to no progress despite provision at school action
· Continue to work at levels lower that peers despite provision at school action.
· Have emotional and behavioural difficulties which significantly and regularly interfere with the child’s own learning and that of peers, despite having targeted intervention at school action.
· Have on-going communication or interaction difficulties that create barriers to learning and developing social relationships despite having targeted support at school action.
· Has sensory or physical needs, and requires additional specialist equipment or regular visits a specialist service.
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
